Construction Update 

 
The exc avation phase was c omp leted by Absolute Contrac ting in la te 
January 2010. They had some minor a reas tha t needed add itiona l c utting to 
the rock face.   

The building contractor (Parkview Constructions Pty Limited) will carry out 
additional excavation works for a period of approximately 2 months and will 
be completed by late April 2010  

Australand wishes to advise the residents that construction of Stage 2 
(Buildings C and D) is due to commence at the beginning of March 2010 
and is scheduled for completion approximately June 2011.   

An ind ic a tive p rogram whic h spec ifies the type of works tha t a re p roposed 
to be undertaken eac h month during the c onstruc tion phase will be 
p rovided on the Duntroon Avenue website.  The website will be updated 
should any significant changes be required to the program.  

Letter d rops will be c a rried out to a ll loc a l residents deta iling ma jor events 
such as delivery of crane and crane erection.  

Truck movements during the construction phase will continue to be via River 
Road.

STAGE 2 (Building C and D)
