Section 96 Update

  
The Stage 2 Section 96 modification to alter the mix and internal layouts of 
the apartments was approved by Land Cove Council (LCC) on 15th June 
2009. The final approved mix is 69 x 1 bedroom, 36 x 2 bedroom and 11x 3 
bedroom apartments.   

Construction Update 

  

Stage 1 (Buildings A and B) has now been complete for 4 months.   

Stage 2 (Building C and D), we are pleased to announce that work on Stage 
2 is to commence during the month of August 2009 with the excavation of 
the final part of Building C carpark area.  

Due to strong sales in Stage 2, the construction works has been pulled 
forward by four months from our previously anticipated commencement of 
January 2010. The excavation work is anticipated to take about 10 weeks to 
complete followed by building works.   

An indicative program that specifies the type of works that is proposed to be 
undertaken eac h month during the excavation phase will be p rovided on 
the Duntroon Avenue website by the 24 August 2009.  The website will be 
updated should any significant changes be required to the program.  

Attached is our overall programme showing an August start.  

All work will be undertaken in ac c ordanc e with the c ond itions of the 
c onsent.  A c opy of Counc il s Notic e of Determina tion has been p lac ed on 
the website for your information.

Upcoming works for the next 3 months;

  
STAGE 2 (Building C and D) 
Bulk Excavation work is scheduled to commence around the  
19 August 2009. During the 1st week, the exc avation c ontrac tor will estab lish 
on site with shedd ing and undertake survey work p rior to mob ilizing heavy 
machinery on site.  

The work will take about 10 weeks, a iming for a c omp letion by la te Oc tober 
2009. By then a builder will be appointed to follow with the building works.  

During the month of November the builder will be estab lishing on the site 
gearing up to c ommenc e with the build ing works during the la ter part of 
November 2009.  

Stage 2 (Building C and D)

  

As noted above, we are commencing the excavation works on Stage 2 
during August 2009.  

The excavation contractor will be confirmed on Monday 17 August 2009. As 
part of their works, they will carry out a letter drop to all the residents in the 
area notifying who they are and their contact details will be provided.  

Australand will also have our contact details should you require any 
additional information. Our brief to the contractors has been that they 
control dust and noise as much as possible. Also, they must adhere to the 
traffic route (not trucks to travel up Canberra Ave).  

To help with minimizing dust and noise, we have specified that the 
contractor use cutting wheels where possible.  

In addition to the above, the state of the road surface on Duntroon Avenue 
is to be kept clean as much as possible. There will be days when many trucks 
will be entering the site and leaving. At the end of each of those days the 
road surface will be cleaned by sweepers.   

Every effort will be made to ensure that the excavation work is carried out 
efficiently to minimize the disturbance of the surrounding amenities. We have 
also requested to the excavation contractor that they not work every 
Saturday as many residents are at home for the weekend . The Saturday s 
they need to work, we have requested that they start at 8am instead of 
7am.  

We are here to work with you to ensure that your amenities are maintained 
throughout the excavation works and beyond.

The Build ing Contrac tor and PCA will be 
required to log a ll c ompla ints rec eived and forward a c opy of the log and 
actions to Australand on a weekly basis.  

The process for submitting questions and complaints is as follows:   

1.  Residents a re to submit questions or lodge a c ompla int d irec tly with the 
build ing c ontrac tor (in the first instanc e) and / or the p riva te c ertifying authority 
(PCA) as required (if there is a breach of approval).  

2.  The build ing c ontrac tor (in the first instanc e) and / or the PCA as required (if 
there is a b reac h of approva l) will log the question/ c ompla int, investiga te the 
matter and take any necessary action.  

3.  The build ing c ontrac tor (in the first instanc e) or the PCA as required 
(if there is a b reac h of approva l) will ema il a response to the c ompla inant  
or p rovide a response via telephone to ac knowledge tha t the 
question/ c ompla int has been rec eived and to p rovide an answer to the 
question/complaint.   

4.  Responses will be p rovided within 24 hours if made by phone or 48 hours if 
received by email.  

The c omp la int reg ister will be tab led for d isc ussion a t eac h Duntroon 
Avenue CLC meeting.
