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1. INTRODUCTION

This report has been prepared to accompany a Development Application to Lane Cove

Council for a proposed residential apartment development on a site extending along

Duntroon Avenue at St Leonards (Figure 1).

The St Leonards centre and its environs have experienced a significant reinvigoration
with new commercial and residential apartment development occurring as part of the
urban consolidation process. The centre benefits from the significant attributes of
excellent rail and bus transport as well as employment opportunities and nearby

shopping and entertainment facilities.

The proposed development scheme occupied an elevated site with a parkland outlook
and comprises 238 residential apartments-above basement carparking accessed from

Duntroon Avenue. The purpose of this report is to:

*  describe the site, its context and the development proposal

*  describe the existing road network and traffic conditions in the area
*  assess the adequacy of the proposed parking provision

*  assess the potential traffic implications

* assess the proposed vehicle access, internal circulation and servicing

arrangements.
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2. 'PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT SCHEME

2.1 SITE AND CONTEXT

The development site (Figure 2) is an irregular shaped consolidation of 16 individual
residential dwellings being Lots 1 and 2, DP 567316 and Lots 3 — 16, DP 7650. The
site occupies a total area of 10,179m?2 with a frontage of some 250 metres to the
eastern side of Duntroon Avenue and is located just to the south of the St Leonards
Centre. The eastern site boundary is formed by the Northern Rail Line while Newlands

Park extends along the western side of Duntroon Avenue.

The immediate surrounding area comprises a mixture of older style single dwelling
residences and more recent medium density home unit/townhouse buildings. A new
apartment complex is currently under construction nearby on a large site located on the

corner of River Road and Russell Street.

To the north the St Leonards centre comprises retail and commercial buildings
extending along the Pacific Highway.and into the area north of the Highway. A
significant number of large new residential apartment buildings haveA recently be
constructed along the section of Herbert Street just to the north of the Highway.

2.2 REZONING CIRCUMSTANCES

The development site is prescribed in SEPP Ne 53 — Metropolitan Residential
Development (Amendment Ne 6) as gazetted on 8" November 2002. The
prescription permits the construction of ‘residential flat buildings’ on the site and one
of the conditions which establishes the quantum of development relates to
carparking which is limited to a total of 280 spaces with:

*  maximum 1 space for one and two-bedroom apartments
*  maximum 1.5 spaces for more than two-bedrooms

*  minimum of 1 visitor space for each 10 apartments.
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The proposed rezoning was the subject of an earlier traffic and transport

assessment' undertaken for Planning NSW.
2.3 DEVELOPMENT SCHEME

It is proposed to demolish the existing residential dwellings and excavate the site to

construct a new 5 to 76 level building complex over basement carparking. The

~ development will comprise:

- 121 x one-bedroom apartments
- 71 x two-bedroom apartments
- 46 x three-bedroom apartments

Total 238 apartments

It is proposed to provide a total of 280 parking spaces in three basement levels to serve
the development with the access driveways located on the Duntroon Avenue frontage.
Duntroon Avenue will be widened slightly in conjunction with the development with

some indented bays and infill of the corner at Canberra Avenue.

Details of the proposed development are provided on the architectural drawings
prepared by Allen Jack + Cottier Architects which accompany the development

application and are reproduced in part overleaf.
